Day service and the Christmas Carol service held in
the Cathedral church (which was completed in the
year 1718). In more recent times the pre-primary
section of the School has returned to the precincts
of the Cathedral church.

CAJCS is founded along the lines of the British
Public School system. lllustrious alumni have lived
up to the School's motto, "Clarum efficiunt studia”

In many ways the School has mirrored the
transformation of Bombay from seven sleepy fishing
hamlets to the present day bustling financial capital
of India.
